Worship is the most important thing we do together. It involves all those who gather,
making each gathering a unique assembly. Our worship roots are shaped by a time nearly
500 years ago during the Protestant Reformation. Martin Luther believed two sacraments
proclaim Christ’s promise of forgiveness in worship: Holy Baptism and Holy Communion.

Holy Baptism splashes you with new life and unites you with the Body of Christ through
God’s rich mercy.
Holy Communion is “for you”, giving you a taste of God’s mercy. The bread and wine,
(Christ’s true presence), unite you with the communion of saints throughout time.
We recall at the baptismal font and the Lord’s Table that you are abundant and free to
love and serve your neighbor.

e Childcare: Children are always welcome in worship, but if a parent feels that little
hands, feet and voices are making it difficult for others to worship, the nursery is
supervised during the 10:30 a.m. service. If a child needs a shorter break, there is
wiggle room and a glider chair in the narthex.

¢ Holy Communion is celebrated at each worship service. The table is open to all who
believe in the redeeming power of Christ’s love. You may stand or kneel and receive
the bread and wine. If you prefer a gluten-free wafer or grape juice, simply ask the
person serving.

e The decision about when a child should commune is made by the parent. We
encourage families to visit with a pastor to learn about the sacrament before
communing for the first time. Children communing should extend their hands.
Children not communing are invited to fold their hands.

o Coffee is served in the Commons Area before Sunday worship services.

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~ Introductions to Sunday’s Readings ~

Acts 2:14a, 22-32

After the Holy Spirit came to the apostles on Pentecost, Peter preaches the gospel to the gathered
crowd. He tells them that Jesus, who obediently went to his death according to God's plan, was raised
from the dead by God. Finally, he appeals to scripture, quoting Psalm 16:8-11, to show that Jesus is
the Messiah: though crucified, the risen Jesus is now enthroned.

1 Peter 1:3-9

This epistle was written to encourage Christians experiencing hardships and suffering because of their
faith in Christ. The letter opens by blessing God for the living hope we have through Christ's
resurrection even in the midst of difficult circumstances and surroundings.

John 20:19-31

The risen Jesus appears to his disciples, offering them a benediction, a commission, and the gift of the
Holy Spirit. But one of their numbers is missing, and his unbelief prompts another visit from the Lord.
